Lent 2012: The Jesus Creed 

 
The Jesus Creed: Loving God, Loving Others ($12) 

This will form the basis of our Lenten journey 2012.  Monica and I will be using this book as the basis for homilies 

during the Wednesday night worship service.  If you are interested in a more “in depth” study, this book is a good 

one for your shelf.  It is not necessary to read it prior to worship. 

 

“When an expert in the law asked Jesus for the greatest commandment, Jesus responded with the Shema, the an-

cient Jewish creed that commands Israel to love God with heart, soul, mind, and strength.  But the next part of Je-

sus’ answer would change the course of history.  Jesus amended the Shema, giving his followers a new creed for 

life.” 

 
40 Days Living The Jesus Creed ($10) 

This will be our devotion for each day of Lent (excluding Sundays) based upon The Jesus Creed: Loving God, Lov-

ing Others.  We do the devotion at home and then share our experience together Wednesday evenings.  (From the 

introduction – “We learn to love God and love others only if we dedicate ourselves to an ongoing commitment to 

live the Jesus Creed daily.  So, my prayer is that by spreading out these two themes over forty days, with a new ex-

ploration each day, we will expose ourselves to the potent grace of God’s love sufficiently to become more loving”

Mark 12:28-31 (NRSV)  One of the scribes came near and heard them disputing with one another, and seeing that 

he answered them well, he asked him, "Which commandment is the first of all?"  Jesus answered, "The first is, 

'Hear, O Israel: the Lord our God, the Lord is one; you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with 

all your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your strength.'  The second is this, 'You shall love your neighbor 

as yourself.' There is no other commandment greater than these."

“The gravity point of a life before God is that his followers are to love God and love others with everything they 

have.  Scot McKnight calls this “The Jesus Creed.”  Now, he’s worked it out with high school and college students, 

seeking to show how this double commandment to love makes sense and gives shape to the moral lives of young 

adults.  The Jesus Creed for Students aims to demonstrate a simple truth - that followers of Jesus, follow Jesus.”
