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. . . from the Pastor 
 

Things get a little different during Lent - as they should.  When we are on edge our senses are more acute.  

So it is in our worship space.  There is enough difference to make us perk up and look around. 

 

Rocks and sand in the baptismal font.  All this talk from the first Sunday in Lent about wilderness and holy 

ground.  Testing and turmoil.  Anxiety and opportunity.  When we are ñon edgeò change may well be close 

at hand. 

 

As we journey through the weeks of Lent, we will encounter several changes.  The first we have seen - 

rocks and sand in the font.  This isnôt such a huge deal because we do not have baptisms during the season 

of Lent.  This the time for preparation of the catechumenate - those being prepared for Holy Baptism.  Thus 

the Feast of Easter was the high water (pardon the pun) mark for baptisms within the life of the church.   

 

The rocks and sand pick up on the theme of Jesus in the wilderness and our journey into and through the 

wilderness of this world.  It is precisely in these wilderness places that ministry happens.  In the wilderness 

we encounter those people who have been thrown out and/or thrown away from society at large.  Within the 

barrenness of the rocks and sand, we find that God is working through us to bring new life and vitality.  We 

may encounter wilderness, but Easter is coming. 

 

I carry a walking staff through the weeks of Lent.  I think it looks snappy (and Iôll never have a crozier), but 

the main reason I carry it is to remind us of the transitory nature of this Season - this Life - this ministry.  

We are sojourners.  We are stewards - tending our little garden for the time being and then turning it over to 

someone else.  Donôt get too attached - you are just passing through. 

 

The pectoral cross I wear during Lent is different.  It is made from a tree in my first parish.  The tree was 

struck by lightening.  Al made several crosses from the shattered wreck of the St. John tree.  Seems a fitting 

metaphor for the life and ministry of the baptized.  Out of the shattered wrecks we present to God, a beauti-

ful work is crafted.  Out of destruction, new life is produced.  Out of the cross - a future is gifted to you and 

to me.  Lent is here now, but Easter is coming. 

 

The obvious difference is the purple chasuble.   A striking reminder of the regal garment draped upon our 

Lord.  My favorite difference is connected to this last change.  The Lutheran version of the ñPrayer of Hum-

ble Accessò - a prayer attributed to Martin Luther.  WE ARE NOT WORTHY - and we come to this Altar 

solely because CHRIST IS WORTHY and Christ invites.  In the words Luther, we are all beggars. 

 

These changes help to remind me that something unique is at work..... that this is Lent, but Easter is coming.  

I look forward to making this Lenten journey with you.... and remember: 

 

ñVocatus non atque vocatus aderit Deusò  - (Bidden or unbidden, God comes)

St. Timothy Special Appeal 
 

At each service on January 30 and 31 Pastor Groce and one of our senior leaders 

discussed the critical shortfall of approximately $70,000 in income needed to op-

erate and meet our commitments at St. Timothy for the remainder of this church 

year (July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010).

The Good Works of Lent 

 
It was interesting on the night of Ash Wednesday to be watching the news and 

see someone on one of the TV news stories with a black smudge on their forehead.  I 

wonder how many viewers were thinking: ñDid you see that lady?  Do you reckon she 

knows she has a big black smudge on her forehead?  Do you reckon somebody played 

the óquarter trickô on her with an óab wheel exerciserô instead of a quarter?ò 

For many people that Wednesday night marked the beginning of a time of 

ñprayer and reflection, service, giving alms and fasting.ò  I have been pretty consistent 

over the years in observing Lent with denying myself of some pretty routine things that I 

typically donôt think much aboutéthat is, until I cannot have them!  In years where I 

have been ñfaithful to my fastò I have found that it really does seem to make a differ-

ence in my perceptions of the spiritualðand the week from Palm Sunday through 

Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, Easter Vigil, and Easter Sunday just seem to be fuller 

of meaning for me. 

As Lutherans we might be a bit uneasy with things like praying, fasting, alms-

giving and some of the other disciplines of Lent, because of our fear of them being con-

sidered ñgood worksò (which we know was a primary reason for the Church being 

turned upside down in the 1500ôs Reformation!).  In a discussion with Pastor John 

Lekander about my final essay for candidacy, he told me the story of the Lutheran pas-

torôs funeral where it was said: ñWe know he is in heaven, because he never did a single 

good work in his life!ò 

My seminary studies have impressed upon me how vocal Martin Luther was 

about ñgood works,ò but not how opposed he was to them.  To the contrary!  He wrote 

consistently that they were very important.  I have been very surprised!  But as I have 

encountered Lutherôs teaching as to why he is so insistent that if we have faith we will 

do works (not the other way around), I have learned that his conclusion just makes a lot 

of sense.  This perspective is spoken of very clearly in Lutherôs important writing: ñThe 

Freedom of a Christian.ò  He writes: ñMan, however, needs none of these [good works] 

for his righteousness and salvation.  Therefore he should be guided in all his ways by 

this thought and contemplate this one thing alone, that he may serve and benefit others 

in all that he does, considering nothing except the need and advantage of his neighbor.ò 

Because we are justified by faith we are set free from the power of sinébut we 

are also set free for serving othersðbecause we donôt have to do any good works for 

favor with God we can do good works for the sake of our neighbor!  So if our Lenten 

discipline includes prayers for those in need, reflection on places your work might make 

the world a better place, fasting and giving the money you would normally spend to 

those for whom fasting is a daily occurrenceébut not by choice, and almsgiving 

without strings attachedðthen perhaps you will experience the ñgood worksò of 

Lent!

From several questions about how prayers 

         of intercession in worship are developed. 
 

 

In the worship by Christians of all ñbrand names,ò there are prayers of petition, generally understood as 

prayer requests on behalf of me or us. 

 

Intercessions or intercessory prayers are understood as prayers on behalf of others. 

 

Yes, at times, petitions and intercessions thematically overlap. 

 

Denominations have given several names to the intercessions within worship: 

 

   Intercessions 

   General Intercessions 

   Prayer of the Church 

   General Prayer 

   Prayer for the whole state of Christôs Church and the World 

   Prayer(s) of the People 

   Prayers of the Faithful  

 

   The (Great) Litany 

   The Bidding Prayer, aka The Solemn Prayers 

   The Deaconôs Litany 

 

   Pastoral Prayer 

 

 

Lutherans, Episcopalians, United Methodists, Presbyterians, Roman Catholics, and others all have 

a similar list for these intercessions.   Here is the list from ELW: 

 

  Prayers reflect the wideness of Godôs mercy for the whole world--- 

   for the church universal, its ministry, and the mission of the gospel; 

   for the well-being of creation; 

   for peace and justice in the world, the nations and those in authority, the community; 

   for the poor, oppressed, sick, bereaved, lonely; 

   for all who suffer in body, mind, or spirit; 

   for the congregation, and for special concerns. 

 

  Additional prayers may come from the assembly. 

 

  Prayers of thanksgiving for the faithful departed may include those who have recently died 

   and those commemorated on the churchôs calendar. 

 

 

ñLiturgical reformsò during recent decades have encouraged local parish congregations to develop the spe-

cific details of these intercessions.    

 

Even so, denominations do publish weekly prayers for the intercessions.  The ELCA publishes them in the 

annual SUNDAYS AND SEASONS, which is full of worship ideas. 

 



 
 Sometimes these prayers seem to be modeled on the ancient and wonderful idea that Scripture itself 
 informs our prayers.   (Many of you are familiar with lectio divina (holy reading) and Lutherôs variation of lectio  
 divina.   In both cases, Scripture informs and guides the themes of prayer.) 
 
 While lectio divina, etc. are great for personal devotions, I think that when used to develop prayer for public  
 worship, the prayers sometimes come off as too ñsermonicò rather than ñprayerful.ò    Yes, I can be opinionated! 

 
  Page 11 of the printed edition of SUNDAYS AND SEASONS has the names of the nine persons who  

 prepared prayers for this year. 

________________________________________________________________________________  

I will comment on two congregations as examples of possible variations: 
 

 

ST. TIMOTHY 

Here at St. Timothy the basic prayers prayed by the assisting minster are often amplified by additional de-

tails or related concerns. 

 

Often the assisting minister adds additional prayers. 

 

In the prayers related to those who are sick, worshippers often speak aloud names of sick persons. 
 

 

MY LAST CONGREGATION 

Somehow years ago, individuals in the congregation began to pray a printed intercession. 

  

We NEVER knew before hand the persons who were going to ñvolunteerò to pray one of the prayers. 

On a given Sunday, the pray-ers were both men and women and reflected a variety of ages.   Very 

often a ten-year-old boy prayed one of the prayers. 

 

The assisting minister and others from the pews prayed additional prayers at the ñadditional prayers.ò 

 

At prayers for those sick in body, mind, or spirit, twenty to thirty names were spoken from the pews. 

­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­­ 

 
AN OBSERVATION FROM SEVERAL CONGREGATIONS 

No matter who prepares the prayers (whether from SUNDAYS AND SEASONS or locally): 

 

 If the prayer bid is for the sick or sick in body, mind, or spirit, the names aloud from the 

 worshipping congregation will be like:
