for who sent it.  Every so often it is helpful to think less - feel more - and have an ñoh wowò moment. 

 As I contemplated the April newsletter article and this Easter epistle, I received the following email from John 

Brett.  Think less - feel more and enjoy the ñoh wowò moments when they come your way. 

 I have always been partial to Mary standing at the Tomb on Easter morning.  The story resonates with me.   The 

weeping - the confusion - the encounter with Christ - the relief - the love - the flash of faith.  Mary begins with a 

question and ends with a job.  She begins with a question, ñWhere is Jesus?ò and finally she races off to complete 

her new commission with a simple and profound message, ñI have seen the Lord.ò

HAVE YOU BEEN TO THE NEW KROGERõS? 

           Influenced by many comments. 
 
         
        

The other day when Pat and I stopped at Krogerôs Marketplace for a quick look, I had several ideas 
floating through my head: 
 
 If you need a loaf of bread and a gallon of milk, you probably will go to a convenience store. 
 
 I was thrilled by the aisle that had various ethnic foods.   Yes, we bought a jar of 
 lingonberries from the Scandinavian column.   They are wonderful on ñplainò rice pudding, 
 on Swedish pancakes, and with meats.   (Lingonberries are sometimes described as 
 wild cranberries.) 
 
 Then I thought of how blessed I was to be living near good sources of food: 
 
  I thought of some of the formerly prosperous areas near my birthplace 

  in northeastern Ohio that have been experiencing the Rust Belt syndrome  
  and where simply decent, basic grocery stores are less abundant than when  
  I was growing up. 
 
  I thought of the people in Haiti that are forced to eat ñdirt cakesò in order 
  to ease the pangs of hunger. 

 
 Then my mind began to think about the various themes of the magnificent meal 
 commonly known as Holy Communion. 

 

MANY NAMES EXPRESS GLIMPSES OF MEANING  

 

 HUNGRY FEAST 

 Several years ago I heard Professor Gordon Lathrop (formerly of Wartburg Seminary and later of the 
 Seminary at Philadelphia) preach about Holy Communion being a hungry feast. 
 
  HUNGRY: One gets just a little bit 
  FEAST: One gets ñeverythingò 
 
 Ray Makeever, a folk musician formerly living near Wartburg Seminary, wrote a hymn text 
 influenced by Lathropôs ñhungry feastò themes, and a folk-style hymn tune for the text. 
 
    ELW Hymn 479      WOV Hymn 766      ñWe come to the hungry feastò 

 
 SACRAMENT OF THE ALTAR 

 This is the title in Lutherôs Small Catechism    cf. ELW page 1166 

  It is the true body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, under the bread and wine, 
  instituted by Christ himself for us Christians to eat and drink. 



 

SACRAMENT OF THE BODY AND BLOOD OF JESUS CHRIST 

 This name is prompted by the catechetical definition. 
 
 
 LORDõS SUPPER 

 This is an obvious title.  Some say this title is non-festive, appropriate for Lent. 
 
  It is fascinating that current terminology in the Roman Catholic Church  

  for Holy Weekôs Maundy Thursday night worship is MASS OF THE LORDôS SUPPER. 

  
 
 EUCHARIST  

 ñEucharistò means thanksgiving.  Eucharist often reflects a festive understanding,   
 especially appropriate for Easter and Christmas. 
 
 We should remind ourselves that charis (within eucharist) means grace. 
 
  Grace is a two-way word.    
   Godôs grace comes to us from God. 
   We pray a ñtable grace,ò which is thanks to God. 
 
 
 FORETASTE OF THE FEAST TO COME 

 Holy Communion points to the metaphorical images of heaven, such as the ñmarriage 
 feast of the Lambò  (when we will be celebrating in the nearer present of Christ). 
 
  
 NEW PASSOVER   /   PASCHAL FEAST   /  PASCHA 

 Though these terms are probably not as commonly used (by us), various forms 
 of this word are used to describe Christmas and Easter and Holy Communion 
 as a ñnew Passoverò by our Lord. 
 
  In some expressions of the ecumenical liturgy, especially Episcopal BCP, 
  there is this option: 
   Instead of singing ñLamb of God, you take away the sin of the world . . . ,ò 
   this PASSOVER LAMB verse from the New Testament is sungò 
 
    Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 
    Therefore, let us keep the feast. 
 
These are just a few alternative terms for HOLY COMMUNION. 

 
Again, thanks for your questions and comments.   Hope these comments are helpful.

April 17 and 18 are our St. Timothy Pledge Program dates for the 

next church year which begins July 1, 2010.  St. Timothy is a non-

profit tax -exempt organization that operates and serves God, our 

congregation, and community based on your charitable time, talent, 

and treasures.  Basically you are the sole source of St. Timothyôs  

income.   
 

As part of our St. Timothy Pledge Program, we are publishing some articles ex-

plaining where your pledge money will be going and how you can make your 

pledge.   

 

St. Timothy Building and Maintenance 

Below is a short quiz. 

What does St. Timothy spend on building property and maintenance? 

 

What do you think our average electric bill is each month? 

A.  $500 

B.  $1,000 

C.  $1,500 

What do you think our average gas bill is each month? 

A.  $200 

B.  $400 

C.  $600 

What do you think our average water bill is each month? 

A.  $50 

B.  $150 

C.  $260 

What do you think our average landscaping bill is each month? 

A.  $128 

B.  $378 

C.  $578 

What do you think our total average property maintenance is each month? 

A.  $2,100 

B.  $5,100 

C.  $7,100 

The Answer is C to all of the above questions. 

We have a monthly mortgage of over $6,000 (principle, interest, and insurance) 

for the building with an outstanding principle of $210,000. 

We also need to keep a reserve of $20,000 to $25,000 for general repairs of the 

church each year.  For example, this year we had to pay $12,000 to replace the 

outside heating and cooling units, and $10,000 to upgrade our security and fire 

alarm system.  The Tots also paid $10,000.          

 

 



Other building and maintenance considerations that have not been able to be 

funded in the recent past but would be of benefit to St. Timothy include: 

 

There as been an interest in developing an audio visual system for the church 

with drop down projection screens that could be used during the service and 

the ability to record the service ï estimated cost, $15,000 

We will need to replace the carpets in the next couple of years ï estimated 

cost, $15,000 

We evidently need to refinish our water damaged wooden floors at the altar ï 

estimated cost, 5,000 

We have also looked at the possibility of an elevator for our older and handi-

capped members, especially if we remain at our present location for the 

next several years. 

 

St. Timothy Administration  
 

In business, administration  is defined as the performance or management of 

business operations.  In medicine they refer to the route of administration  as the 

path by which a substance is brought in contact with the body.  When I look at a 

church administration  I think of it as the performance of the management of the 

churchôs operation as well as the path by which substance is brought in contact 

with the people of the church. 

 

Administration  may not be the most exciting aspect of a church budget, but 

where would our newsletters and bulletins that provide us with substance for our 

church body and community be if we did not have office supplies, computers, 

printers, or copiers available.  How would we communicate with the church body 

and the community if we did not have telephones or internet service and finally 

how would all these tasks be pulled together if we did not have a staff to coordi-

nate and complete these items. 

 

St. Timothy has so much to offer and through the administration  portion of our 

budget we can be sure that the ñGood Newsò is getting to the church and our com-

munity.  So when you read this, please remember that this is brought to you 

through the administrative portion of our churchôs financial plan.

OUTREACH  
 

St. Timothyôs Family in Faith provides financial outreach by the fulfillment of the  

annual pledge drive and by additional member contributions to mission commitments. 

These funds are distributed by the Church through two different óavenuesô.  First,  

approximately  6% of the congregationôs annual giving is provided as benevolence to the 

Southeastern Synod office (pie chart 1) in Atlanta, GA. 

 
 

Benevolence that the Synod receives from St. Timothy and the other 176 churches in the 

four states the Synod serves ï TN, GA, AL and MS ï is divided into three categories 

(pie chart 2): Synod operations (45%), national ELCA support (50%) and financial sup-

port to the Synodôs own mission churches (5%).  The Synodôs operating funds support 

Lutheran activities that include Newberry College in SC and other colleges, Lu-

theridge, Lutherock, Lutheranch, Lutheran Disaster Relief, Lutheran World Relief 
and many other organizations and ministries. The Synod operating funds also provide 

for services to congregations, including our recent pastoral call, crisis intervention, legal 

issues, and educational programs. (See the Synodôs web site ï elca-ses.org ï for more 

information and greater detail.) 

St. Timothy's Spending
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The national ELCA allocates over 70% of the funds it receives from the synods to five major 

program units (pie chart 3): Evangelical Outreach and Congregational Mission, Global Mis-

sion (including World Hunger Relief), Multicultural Ministries, Church in Society and Voca-

tion and Education. (See the ELCA web site ï elca.org ï for extensive details about its mis-

sion, operations and structure).  

ELCA Distribution of Funds
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The second outreach óavenueô is the distribution of additional member contributions to St. 

Timothy-sponsored mission commitments and to other organizations which are specifically 

designated by members themselves.  This year, the monthly outreach includes: Pastorôs  

Discretionary Fund, TOTS, Trinity/Hope, Hendersonville Senior Center, Home Bound 

Meals, Hendersonville Samaritan Association, Crisis Pregnancy Center, Sumner County 

Backpack Program and Ministry Fair.   The missions may vary from year-to-year depending 

on which organizations submit requests for financial support and, of those requests, which St. 

Timothyôs Missions Commission deems the most needy and worthy. 

 

Summary: Over the past seven or eight years the outreach funds in these two categories, 

Synod benevolence and mission commitments, have been approximately equal every year 

with each category exceeding $20,000 and, in a particularly ógoodô year, over $30,000. 

 

 



COMMUNITY OF LEARNING:   
MONEY WELL SPENT  

 Have you ever asked a child what they learned in Sunday school?  Usually the answer is 

close to the story, with a few missing, or exaggerated details,ésuch as, a child learning about 

baptism and Godôs forgiveness by witnessing the teacher wrapping her arm in toilet paper 

(ñsinò), and when dipped in water the ñsinò is released.  That child may leave out the symbol-

ism when telling others what he learned, but it is evident that learning has taken place.  Have 

you ever wondered why the adult Sunday school class is always the last to dismiss?  No, not be-

cause we didnôt hear the bell, but because discussion is so deep and meaningful, time just slips 

away.  Have you ever noticed the first classrooms to fill up are the middle and high school 

rooms? Itôs not just because of the donuts and juiceéat an age where most teens would be 

dodging church and Sunday school, our teachers, mentors and parents are inspiring youth to be 

a part of this community.  There are hundreds of examples of learning taking place, deeply 

rooted in our faith, here at St. Timothy.   
 

Education is one of the largest branches (over $60,000 allocated to  

programs) in our budget, and our investment is paying off with inter-

est.  But how much more could we teach and can we learn?  Often 

there are people who go back to school in their ñlaterò years just be-

cause they want to learn. A faith journey should be the same way.  Do 

we stop learning after baptism? Confirmation? High School?  As we 

get older we are not attending Sunday school because we have to, but 

because there is a desire to learn. 
 

 

Learning in our community of faith is not limited to the class 

roomséitôs Bible study, fellowship, congregational meals, special 

speakers, Education & Arts, Affirm, Lutherock, Lutheridge, First 

Communion, choirs, art projects, book clubséthe list is endless.  

Every conversation we have about faith, God, Christ, and salvation 

is an experience and opportunity for our faith to grow, to learn 

about our own faith and the faith of others.  St. Timothy is a pres-

ence not just in our own life and learning journey, but the lives of 

many in Hendersonville, Sumner County and Tennessee.  There 

are hundreds of individuals who have a marker on their faith journey that represents that they 

have learned at St. Timothy, through St. Timothy or from a member of St. Timothy. 



When a child is baptized, the community promises that child to support their 

faith and education for the rest of his or her life.  When we pledge and com-

mit to St. Timothy, we are fulfilling that obligation.  It is helping a 3 year old 

learn that Jesus loves me.  It is helping a teen understand confirmation and his 

relationship with Christ.  It is educating parents.  It is keeping young adults in-

volved in church.  It is helping senior citizens further explore where Christ is 

in this crazy world.  When you make your commitment to St. Timothy, a por-

tion of your money goes to supporting all of the wonderful learning opportuni-

ties not just in these walls, but this city, county, state, country and world.  

There are many goals and visions to expand that learning at St. Timothy, and all it takes is 

some desire, inspiration, and commitment. Imagine how many more lives we could touch 

and people we could assist with a larger budgeté newer curriculums and updated supplies, 

family and adult workshops and classes beyond Sunday schooléthe possibilities are endless!!  

At St. Timothy, we are a community of learning!! 

 

 ñThe Churchôs One Foundationéò 

 

 If there is one thing we can ALL agree on it is the central focus of our 

common faith is JESUS CHRIST.  And, where do we share that common 

focus most?  In church, during worship.  Each week Pastor Groce together 

with our choir director, organist and office manager plan and  

execute an amazing, wonderful, spiritual, intentional worship service that 

ties together LESSONS, PRAYERS and SONGS to help us focus on FAITH, COMMU-

NITY, and CHRIST.   As we listen and participate in our wonderful music we must maintain 

our organ and piano in good working order, and maintain and add to our bells.    

  As you pick up your worship folder each week how often do you think about the time,  

energy and expense of what goes into that program?  Just as we are committed to coming to 

church each week, mid-week, and joining in Bible Study, we also commit to the church as a 

whole.

News from Trinity/HOPE  

 

Trinity/HOPE is blessed to have support in this congregation for its feeding programs for the 

hungry children in Christian Schools in Haiti.  Each month we provide an article (as below) 

which can be published in church newsletters to aid in updating and keeping our supporters cur-

rent on our programs. 

 

The struggle continues in Haiti.  Food and water supplies have returned to normal but so many 

jobs were lost in the path of the quake that even more families have no money to purchase 

them. (Drinkable water often has to be purchased in Haiti.)  The homes of over a million people 

were destroyed and residents of homes that were not destroyed are afraid to sleep in them  

because the next aftershock (or quake) may bring them down.  The rainy season is there and for 

many there is no shelter. 

 

While emergency supplies of food, water, medicine and clothing took much too long to reach 

them, the Haitian people were and are eternally grateful to the world community for its  

response.  The groups we know who do work in Haiti along with us have been tremendously 

responsive in helping meet these immediate needs.  But the people of Haiti are still faced with 

extreme devastation, lack of basics, greatly reduced employment, lack of shelter, loss of life, 

etc.  They have an ineffectual national government and fear that the worldôs nations will forget 

their need once the headlines are gone. 

 

When disaster strikes or the US economy has a downturn, Trinity/HOPE gets the inevitable 

questions.  Will you still be here?  Can you continue to help us?  By Godôs grace and your gen-

erosity the answer is ñYes.ò 

 

When the earthquake stuck the government closed all schools.  In February most of our schools 

were allowed to resume classes and we believe the last of them (those in Port au Prince and 

Jacmel) will again reopen Monday April 5th.   At that time we will be serving a daily hot meal 

to the almost 12,000 children, teachers and cooks in our 73 schools.  A meal each day may not 

seem like much to us but to many of these children it is a physical lifeline and their parents feel 

extremely blessed to know that their children are eating at least one meal each day. 

 

These meals are also seen as a tremendous witness to the truth of the Good News of Jesus being 

taught in our schools daily.  Thank you for feeding and FEEDING these children.  John Hall,
