President Jeff King declared a quorum and called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm. Jack Gregorio
led devotion based on a sermon by Martin Luther. The March minutes were accepted with cor-
rection and the agenda accepted as presented.

Old Business & Reports

Kathy Fox, Interim Financial Clerk presented the expenditures report and commented that the
bookkeeping system in use if difficult and cumbersome to use for financial purposes. It works
well for pledge tracking, but she would prefer QuickBooks for financial activities.

Christian Education, Learning, Witness, and Pastor submitted written reports.

Steve Petersen reported for Stewardship that 78 pledges have been received representing about
$243,000 of the projected $400,000 needed to carry out the St. Timothy Ministries.

VP David LaPoint met with the Staff Task Force and is well pleased with their work. The Task
Force will present their findings and recommendations in May. David continues to monitor
building needs ranging from light bulbs, to dysfunctional plumbing and storm related leaks.

New Business

Fire doors will be magnetized to facilitate the doors remaining open duringgnogrgency
situations. Garrett Security has been authorized to complete the work for $2400.00, the matter
being approved by email vote.

Council Term & Fiscal Year changeswvere discussed relevant to extending the current council
term, as members are able and willing, and fiscal year to December 31, 2010. This move would
allow realigning the fiscal year to the calendar year, and also provide an opportunity to consider
restructuring the council to three year terms. The benefit of the fiscal and calendar alignment is
primarily less confusion. The benefit of three year council terms would be to create smoother
transition with only 1/3 of the council retiring at a time. These proposals require study of the
constitution and byaws. A congregational vote could be possible at the congregational meeting
to approve the budget.

The donation for the installation kheelershas been accepted. Memorial funds have been des-
ignated and installation will proceed mid May.

Correspondence was received from First Lutheran Church in appreciation of the memorial contri-
bution honoring Jeff Kingés mother Vera King.
