Timothy, | can tell you Frances was supremely dedicated to her craft and maintaining her skills
through very persistent practice. She spends lots of hours practicing! During the time that led

up to Easter and Christmas, with all the special music that had to be learned and rehearsed, she
spent even longer hours at the church. There was more than one occasion that she put me to
shame when | worried about driving two miles in inclement weather to get to church and when |
got there she had driven all the way from Gre
Sundays that | got to churceally early to get ready for what would go on that day. Frances

was usually already there.

Over the years of her service she has been an absolute gift to our ministry at St. Timothy
Lutheran Church. Let me share just a few things | have observed about Frances.

She loves to play the pipe organ! She has given great care and attention to the very
valuable instrument that she plays every week. She has given equal care and attention that the
music she selects for preludes and postiddesy en t hough theredare no A
fitting and appropriate for the liturgical season. Even though Frances is not a Lutheran she had
a deep appreciation for the Lutheran liturgy and the importance of music of all types in our wor-
ship.

She was always willing to try anythiiig ncl udi ng pl aying some pr ¢
for childrendés Christmas programs and the ADO
She was always patient when rehearsing us cantors. She was also patient when | was playing in
the bell choir. | always played the same two bells. Sometimes | played my two bells at the right
time. Frances would play her three or four and then step in for anybody up and down the oc-

taves of bells that wasnoét there!

Trinity/HOPE is blessed to have support in this congregation for its feeding programs
for the hungry children in Christian Schools in Haiti. Each month we provide an article
(as below) which can be published in church newsletters to aid in updating and keeping
our supporters current on our programs.

It will be hot and the only place in the hotel large enough to accommodate us is d room
with one side open to an outdoor lobby. The hotel will provide a couple of fans td move
the hot, humid air around and bottles of sewid water at a dollar a pop. As we go
into the evening sessions the mosquitoes come out but the fans help keep them away.
The sleeping rooms have individual air conditioners which the hotel powers up late in

the evening to struggle all night to produce some cool air. There will be running Water,
with no pressure and if someone in the group gets at least tepid water for a shower he
knows he is indeed the fortunate one.

But, enough! This is Haiti and conditions at our workshop far exceed the daily living
conditions of ninety five to ninetynine percent of those who live there.

This workshop is a great event for us &av it has evolved over the yearsth our first
ones we spent all our time just trying to help our feeding program directors learn pasic
concepts and to file the few required monthly reports accurately. Now the workshops
deal with expense control, how to negotiate, good management and administratiye prin-
ciples, how to improve communications, etc. And the best @athisy get it. In fact
they teach some of the sessions themselves.

Trinity/ HOPEGs focus is of course to pro
Christian schools. These workshops and the lessons taught there have been invialuable
in assisting this effort but they also are educating and helping bright young men ynder-
stand business principles which they are also applying in other facets of their lives.

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ,

The time has come for immigration reform in the United States. Yes, the issues are complex and not easily re-
solved. It is understandable that people are wary of engaging this politically and emotionally charged issue.

Yet it would be tragic if we withdrew as people of faith and our voices fell silent. We have an opportunity for
evangelical witness to our faith in God who is present in the stranger and calls us to extend hospitality.
"Welcome one another, therefore, just as Christ has welcomed you, for the glory of God" (Romans 15:7 NRSV).
The biblical witness is clear. The distinctions that so often divide humankind are overcome in Christ. By grace
through faith on account of Christ we are joined together in a radically inclusive community. "For in Christ Jesus
you are all children of God through faith. As many of you as were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves
with Christ. There is no longer Jew or Greek, there is no longer slave or free, there is no longer male and fe-
male; for all of you are one in Christ Jesus" (Galatians 3:26-28).

Because God mercifully extends gracious hospitality in restoring us to community, we have a clear calling. That
call is heard in God's command to the people of Israel, "You shall also love the stranger, for you were strangers
in the land of Egypt. ... Then you, together with the Levites and the aliens who reside among you, shall cele-
brate with all the bounty that the Lord your God has given to you and to your house" (Deuteronomy 10:19;
26:11).

Most, but not all, Lutherans in the United States are the descendants of immigrants or are recent immigrants.
Others are descendants of slaves brought to this country or people who lived here before the arrival of the first
Europeans and Africans. Our personal histories and faith stories are of an immigrant people moving in search
of freedom, opportunity and safety.

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America is being renewed by the faith and witness of new and recent im-
migrants. This year 23 of 41 new ELCA ministry starts will be in immigrant communities, and more than 100
African national ministries have begun in the past three years.

We cannot welcome people into the ELCA, however, without caring about their lives, their concerns and their
experiences as newcomers in this country. For that reason the ELCA repeatedly has affirmed the biblical wit-
ness and our shared experience, culminating in an affirmation by the 2009 Churchwide Assembly "that the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America and Lutheran Immigration and Refugee Service (LIRS) are committed
to work toward comprehensive [immigration] reform that balances respect for the law with the recognition of
due process and respect for humanitarian principles." Stating that "the nation's immigration system is broken,
and Congress and the administration must work together to find a just and humane solution while assuring or-
derly migration," LIRS identifies four foundational values for immigration reform:

® Kkeeping families together
® maintaining basic human and worker rights

® helping our new neighbors come out of the shadows
seeking a path to permanence for our new neighbors

As you serve in your communities, | commend to you resources for study and action (Toward Compassionate,
Just, and Wise Immigration Reform [2009] and other resources), the voices of immigrant families and believers,
and the witness of the Scriptures.

The concluding words of the Message on Immigration (1998) remind us "that all of us in the Church of Jesus
Christ are sojourners, 'For here we have no lasting city, but we are looking for the city that is to come' (Hebrews
13:14). As we journey together through the time God has given us, may God give us the grace of a welcoming
heart and an overflowing love for the new neighbors among us."
