News from Trinity/HOPE  
 

Trinity/HOPE is blessed to have support from this congregation.  Each month we make an article avail-

able for church newsletters on our activities to help keep you updated on the efforts to feed the hungry 

children in our schools in Haiti. At this school yearôs end, we are blessed to tell you that God provided 

the way for us to close this year feeding over 8700 children, their teachers and cooks a noon meal daily in 

57 schools in Haiti. 

 As Christians we are to help those less fortunate.  We all know that it is by the grace of God 

that we are saved, but how can you know Christôs love and not want to get involved in something?  

Everyone should have some cause they are passionate about.  There should be some little some-

thing that each of us can do to make the world a better place.  Does that sound naive?  Well I am 

not naive.  I am a grown woman, an attorney by profession.  I see plenty of heartache and some-

times even pure evil in this world.  But truly there are so many good, loving people out there too. 

 When we choose our projects to help others, we should keep in mind that it is also our job to  

insure that our time and resources are spent wisely.  Quite frequently you will hear in the news 

how some organization that is supposed to be doing wonderful things for people in need use 10% 

to help others and 90% for other purposes.  So we should research our causes.  Find out if they are 

legitimate, find out how much of the proceeds go to help and how much pays administrative fees. 

 It has been 5 years since my husband and I learned about Trinity/HOPE and we continue to be 

amazed at the wonderful things this organization does.  When individuals travel to Haiti with 

Trinity/HOPE, they pay their own way or raise the funds to cover their own expenses, they con-

stantly look for ways to do the job more effectively and less expensively.  Every year the number 

of children in Haiti that are fed by Trinity/HOPE climbs higher and higher.  I am so impressed by 

the work this group does.  Not only is the Trinity/HOPE board passionate about feeding kids in 

Haiti they are also passionate about teaching the children that Jesus loves them. 

 My husband and I love children and would love to make another trip to Haiti with Trinity/

HOPE.  But for now, we are trying to do our little part (and it is little) by giving presentations 

when needed, writing articles when asked and of course making donations when we can.  It breaks 

my heart to think a child may go one day, let alone several without a meal.  And what kind of con-

ditions are these children living in?  Do they have portable water, clothes or shelter?  Most likely 

they do not have proper medical care. 

 My husband and I recently gave a presentation about Trinity/HOPE feeding the children in 

Haiti and we were attempting to convey the dismal living conditions of the Haitian people.  I 

made the statement that the average male in Haiti only lives to be about 48 years old. (Women live 

to be in their 50's).  I went on to say that my husband would not even be alive, as he was over 48 

years old.   I made that statement rather casually, but when you ponder that statement it is really 

disturbing.  If by feeding these children a meal every day and by teaching these children the love 

of Christ, Trinity/HOPE can increase the length of life in the Haitian people, as well as the quality 

of life for the Haitian people that is something to be passionate about.  Cherie Meislahn, Attorney 

at Law, Pryor, Oklahoma, for Trinity/HOPE, 2366 Cairo Bend Road, Lebanon, TN. 



From the Director of Christian Education and Family Life 

 

Dear St. Timothy Family in Faith: 

 

In just a few weeks we will hopefully be introduced to our prospective can-

didate to fill the office of pastor at St. Timothy Lutheran Church.  It makes me 

feel very old to think that I have had a pastoral relationship with every pastor that 

has served St. Timothy since its organization 45 years ago.  It also makes me very 

confident in the work of the Holy Spirit, as I reflect on the gifts that each of our 

pastors brought to the ministry of our congregation in their time here. I have not 

agreed with everything that every pastor said or did, and even when I agreed with 

them I may have differed with them in how they went about their ñdoingò or 

ñsaying.ò  It is interesting to look back and realize some things that I disagreed 

with at the time, but over time came to understand a different perspective and re-

alized they werenôt as ñwrongò as I thought (I guess sort of like how much 

smarter my own parents seemed to get as I began raising children of my own J). 

In my seminary studies it has not been the things that I ñalready knewò that 

helped me learn, but the things that I had never heard before, the things that were 

presented in a different perspective, the things that I had to wrestle with, study, 

enter into conversation about. 

Our new pastor will be a completely different person than Pastors Kinney, 

Fauble, Frank, Finley, Lekander, Clemmer or Maier.  Our new pastor will do and 

say things differently than any of the other seven pastors have said and done, and 

will bring their unique gifts, personality, temperament, and passions into our 

midst.  One thing they will do the same as every other pastor has done is to do 

their job as minister of Word and Sacrament.  They will continue the tradition that 

began at the first celebration of one of the sacraments with Jesus himselfð

something we know is ñtraditionò because of the way the Apostle Paul framed his 

words in 1 Cor.11:23: ñFor I received from the Lord what I also handed to you, 

that the Lord Jesus, on the night in which he was betrayed took a loaf of breadéò 

I canôt wait to see the new way we will hear ñthe old, old storyò from our 

new pastor!
